We are pleased to report that four of SPA’s Steering Committee have now “passed” their Practice Assurance
visits with flying colours. Phew!

But ... Audit Registration and Compliance Procedures - Beware an Adverse PA Report

Audit Registrations are declining rapidly as many small practitioners decide not to continue with this service -
an uneconomic equation where either they give up their registration or, with a few audits remaining, use the
services of another SPA member now specialising in audit work.

However, we are hearing from some SPA audit registered members that the review of their audit files during
a Practice Assurance visit has highlighted failures to meet the levels of compliance now expected. Various areas
of an audit were found wanting and where evidence on file was anticipated to be present:

i. Knowledge of the client’s business including ‘Risk Assessment’.

ii. Planning the audit and using up to date audit systems.

iii. It’s ‘International Standards on Auditing’ not ‘UK Auditing Standards’.

iv. Controlling staff and reviewing their work including their recording of work done, and your ‘closing down’
of the audit file.
V. Adequate ongoing training for yourself and any audit staff, also ‘fit and proper’ ethical records.

Being referred to the Audit Registration Committee will, in the event of an adverse finding, become a time
consuming and costly matter to put right with old style ‘MU’ restrictions and follow up reviews.

If you continue to do audits we urge you to invest in the services of one of the training organisations, to review
what you do and get them to ‘cold file review’ one or two of your files. Get things right at the beginning by
investing a little time and money and you can be confident your audit files will pass muster!
