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. . continued from front cover 2010 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
It has to be said, not too unkindly, that since
the dissolution of the General Practitioner
Board, the impact and effectiveness of its
replacement – the Practice Advisory Board –
has appeared minimal because its constitution
does not permit individual members in
practice to stand for election to its Board nor,
as it is only ‘advisory’, does it have any
representative powers going forward to
Council.

It seems to us that the balance of power
between ‘support’ and ‘regulation’ is heavily
tilted against the member, and that redress
is long overdue.  SPA has tried to demonstrate
through the way it supports its members how
our Institute can find a more ‘member friendly’
approach.

At our next AGM it is hoped to have ICAEW’s
incoming President, Gerald Russell and Director
of Member Services, Sharon Gunn to discuss
these and other issues of concern - how our
Institute’s support is (or isn’t) provided to us,
and whether ICAEW’s regulatory system can
be made more proportionate to the nature
of ‘breaches’ found.

Letters of Engagement

Current EU legislation requires details of PII cover to be included
in new client Letters of Engagement or any reissued Letter of
Engagement to existing clients. The suggested paragraph to be
included in your future Letter of Engagement is:

“Professional Indemnity Insurance
In accordance with our professional body’s Byelaws we are
required to hold Professional Indemnity Insurance.  If required
the name and address of our insurer will be provided on request
from this office.”

HMRC

• Corporation Tax Returns (CT600s) online – bank account numbers
starting with 0 (LloydsTSB) are currently rejected by the system

• Agent statements – these are permanently discontinued “because
of the high distribution costs”

• Complaints about after hours calls from HMRC – SPA thinks this
is unreasonable and is pursuing

• Deadlines for claiming tax back are about to change from six to
four years. For 2004-2005 you will need to make a claim by 
31 March 2010

• HMRC Agents have dedicated priority telephone lines, which can
save considerable call waiting time, and also calls are answered
by a higher grade HMRC officer

ICAEW

• Practitioners should NOT provide 
loans to or take out loans for clients
– this is a recurring PA issue - don’t
do it!

• ICAEW, through its Library services,
is offering free Money Laundering
screening service for potential 
clients – up to 10 a week.

• ICAEW offers a 50% reduction in 
annual membership fees if total 
income is under £11,000p.a.

• iXBRL - ICAEW are currently running
workshops
